Year 3 Amethyst Class PSHE and Citizenship – Living in the Wider World – Diverse Britain
Autumn 1
[bookmark: _GoBack]This term, Children’s PSHE and Citizenship topic is ‘Diverse Britain’. 
This unit is inspired by the idea that we live in a diverse, multicultural and democratic society and that this is important and brings many benefits. It aims to encourage children to identify and discuss the importance of being respectful of difference. In this unit, children learn about British people, rules, the law, liberty and what living in a democracy means. They will also learn about the importance of being tolerant of differences within their society.
We start each week with enquiry questions which will be used at the end of the unit to assess understanding;
Lesson 1: What is it like to live in the British Isles? What kinds of people are British people? 
Lesson 2: What is democracy? Why is democracy important? 
Lesson 3: What are rules? What is the law? How are these enforced? How do rules and laws help us? 
Lesson 4: What does ‘liberty’ mean? What are the rights shared by British people? 
Lesson 5: What is diversity and why is it important? Why should we be respectful of other people? 
Lesson 6: What does ‘being British’ mean to me? Does ‘being British’ mean the same to all British people?
Children will be taking part in a range of activities, including the following: 
Exploring and annotating images of Britain; writing a letter; playing class games; taking part in a democracy quiz; designing a poster; participating in a group drama activity; illustrating human rights; interpreting national statistics; writing a poem and discussion time
About PSHE and Citizenship Education
